Website/Listserv
Paul asked people to send him ideas and comments about the Website. He also reminded presenters from the 2009 conference to send him their presentations for posting on the Website. 

Paul is going to change the domain name to elearningcolorado.org. The old name, telecoop.org, will be kept live to redirect people to the new site for now. 
Liz has changed the listserv name to eLearningColorado. 

Alice will set up an eLCC delicious account to make it easier for us to share URLs with each other. Jean suggested offering a prize for whoever posts the most links. Kae showed a course she’s developed on social bookmarking.  
Conference Update

Professional Development Activity 

The October 30 professional development activity will focus on free Web 2.0 tools. Kathy has reserved some classrooms and a computer lab for the event. Kim suggested having sessions focus on specific tools and what can be done with them in the classroom. Kathy suggested a panel model, where panelists would talk about what they are doing with the tool, for the morning, and then a hands-on session in the afternoon. David suggested a poster session over breakfast or lunch. Kae suggested everyone getting two minutes to share their favorite tool. 
Kim said there is money to provide lunch, depending on how many people register, which depends in part on room capacities. Kim mentioned that each member institution could be allowed to bring 4 people and pay more for others, or something like that. 

Kae, Ben, Jean, and Kathy volunteered to be on the planning committee. The committee will come up with a tentative schedule and run it past the group. Send ideas for sessions and presenters to Kathy. 
Institutional  Updates

· Kim reported that ACC’s president has resigned and a search will be underway soon. Linda Bowman is interim president. The college Website is being redesigned with Drupal, which is open source. Malcolm reported that a trial is being done with about 10% of the faculty using D2L. A plan is in development to have a faculty member simultaneously teach a site-based course, a hybrid course, and an online course in a high tech classroom. 

· Kathy reported that DU is licensing Camtasia Relay to capture, replay, and archive lectures. Paul reported that University College is considering adopting Quality Matters. University College rolled out a curriculum redesign this summer. University College is now using an online degree builder that helps with advising. 
· Jean reported that Aims has a contract to move to D2L for the new LMS after spring 2010. Online registration is up 16% for fall already. New tighter requirements for faculty who teach online are now in place, including evaluation instruments for course self-evaluation by faculty and a 10-week, 3-credit course on online pedagogy. Tutors and faculty are using Wimba; online advisors are reluctant to use it.  Tom is building an online resource Website for faculty; he’s also developing some online environments for faculty using a green screen. 
· Alice reported that CMC’s new president will be inaugurated in September. CMC now has an eighth campus, which is virtual. A new instructional designer has joined the staff. A cell-phone-as-clickers pilot is underway, as is a pilot using handheld recorders that port into a computer in an online translation course. 

· Cheryl reported that CCCOnline is moving to D2L and things seem to be going well so far. CCCOnline is using SecondLife in an early childhood education class; CCCOnline is making its island, Colorado Edu Island, available to other institutions. 
· Kae and Stephanie reported that FRCC is hosting a Second Life and Other Virtual Worlds Unconference on August 6. The F2F part is at FRCC and the virtual portion is in Second Life. The event is open to everyone. Andy Dorsey is now the president of FRCC. Thirty courses are being piloted in D2L for fall. A widget warehouse for D2L is also being built. 
· Claudio reported that MSCD is using Blackboard 8 and does not plan to move to Blackboard 9. MSCD is moving into its second year of making Blackboard available for on campus faculty; adoption was strong at first but seems to have lost steam. MSCD is moving to SafeAssign from TurnItIn for plagiarism software. 

· Debi reported that the new Associate Vice Provost at CSU is also the president of CSU Global. Debi and Al’s area has been reorganized. 

· David reported that UNC has a new Assistant Vice President for Academic Outreach and Extended Studies. The primary Blackboard administrator has taken early retirement, so some restructuring has been necessary. The Graduate Teacher Program remains strong. Faculty doing scholarly work on QualityMatters can get a stipend.  David introduced Nick, who is the iTunesU administrator; he also does podcasting workshops, and has some videoconferencing and Blackboard support responsibilities. 
The meeting was adjourned at 2:00 p.m.
