 Presentation
Dennis McGuire provided a brief history of CodeBaby  created by gamers in Edmonton in 2001) and showed demos of their two basic programs.

 The first one includes avatars designed to help people through forms, products purchases, etc. on line. CodeBaby hosts the avatar, providing for sophisticated interactivity and extensive analytics. PPCC currently uses the approach with Addie the Avatar for its online admissions process. 

The second one includes a software program that is loaded on the purchasers computer and allows them to create training programs that include an avatar. Nate and Chia-Chi demonstrated the project they have just started working on with this software suite, a student orientation to Desire2Learn.

 Academic Journal Proposal
 In a conference call, Samuel Helms outlined his idea to start JeLCC, Journal of the Electronic Learning Consortium of Colorado. Some members expressed concern with getting enough submissions for a journal on a regular basis, and the group discussed including both shorter “best practices” type articles as well as researched articles. Samuel suggested that graduate students might be good resources for researched submissions and that we would publish only when there is enough material. Kim suggested that we include a questionnaire in the conference packets to get feedback about the proposed project.
