Kathy and Jean called the meeting to order at 10:10. 

Welcome and Introductions

Rhonda Epper welcomed us and oriented us to the different campuses at Lowry (including CCA, CCCS, CCD, CCCOnline). She then gave us an overview of CCCOnline, which has been in existence for 11 years and has seen tremendous growth. They’ve added several new positions because of growth in enrollment. CCCOnline is working to increase course retention, which currently averages 65%. CCCOnline does not offer degrees; students register through a home campus and their degrees are awarded through those institutions. CCCOnline hires its own adjunct faculty. 

Tour of Colorado EduIsland on Second Life

Cheryl gave a brief history of CCCOnline’s SecondLife (SL) involvement. SL is very RAM-intensive and graphics-intensive, so it’s important that users’ computers be able to handle it. We got a tour of the Campus Store, Art Museum, the ECE Building, and the Criminal Justice Center. The tour ended at the Fireside Chat Area where Alice shared a gift bag of teaching tools to use in SL. 
Web 2.0 Buffet Event Summary

Kathy reported that over 80 people registered, but because of the snow, only about 40 people attended. The venue worked well for the number of people. The keynoters and panel discussion were very well received. The wiki is still active. 
Social Networking Tools

Kathy reported that the eLCC twitter account is managed by Kae Novak. The name is changing to elcc10. Samuel Helms is managing a Facebook group for eLCC. Liz suggested coming up with an eLCC hashtag for anyone who wants to tweet about technology and share with other eLCC members. The group discussed whether or not the Facebook group serves a purpose at this point. Liz will put information about the twitter account into the signature of the listserv emails (if Kathy/Jean sends her the info). 
eCitizenship Institute

David explained that eCitizenship Institute is part of the American Democracy Project hosted by Wayne State University. The project is designed to promote civic engagement among students, using twitter and other web 2.0 tools. David was part of a team from UNC that was sent to a conference about the project. One of the goals of the project is to get people to use web 2.0 tools to encourage deeper, more critical thinking and more civic engagement. 
Conference Updates

· David recommended the streamed WCET sessions and also talked about WCET’s CatalystCamp (http://www.wcet.info/2.0/index.php?q=node/1030). 
Annual Report

The group decided to make the annual report much shorter (about four pages) and based on input from a simple survey. Liz will bring the questions that Travitt used to interview people in the past to the next meeting to use as a starting point for developing a set of survey questions. Liz suggested that the annual report could be web-based, so that a brief summary could be put into table format and then each answer could be clicked on for more info. 
Annual Conference

Jean reported that the committee’s next meeting is Dec. 1. The call for proposals has gone out and vendors have been solicited. SoftChalk has already signed on as a vendor. The committee is making an effort to go after publishers as vendors. A contract has been signed with the hotel. Keynoters have been lined up. 
Institutional Updates 

· Jean reported that Aims is in the throes of D2L training and developing an Aims template. Classes will be piloted for spring semester and then everyone will migrate for summer. Aims is in a slightly better funding position than the state community colleges. 
· David reported that UNC’s funding has gone from 25% from the state to only 12%. His office has two openings: faculty developer and Learning Management System Instructional Leader. 
· Cheryl reported that CCCOnline has almost fully migrated to D2L.
